	Overview/Summary:

	Students will research historical figures using the Cultural Approach categories to gain a holistic perspective of why the men and women are indeed, historic. Students will dive into designing and constructing a game based on the life of Frederick Douglass.  Working in groups, students will generate questions to fill game categories aligned with Cultural Approach. A timeline pushing students to the Social, Intellectual, Political categories has been created for students to use along with personal research. There are several statements in the timeline that will cross more than one category to show how categories mesh together to create dynamic events.

Frederick Douglass fought against slavery and for freedom for all slaves and equal rights for all people in America changing the American culture.

Although Frederick Douglass was born into slavery, he did not remain enslaved and became a highly influential figure before, during and after the Civil War.

	People, Places, and Environments
Frederick Douglass came into contact with new people in new places altering their own ways of thinking about the natural rights of slaves and women.

Being born a slave and living in slavery for about 20 years of his life, Frederick Douglass gave first-hand accounts of the mistreatment of slaves in southern states. His public speaking success comes from personal anecdotes.

Frederick Douglass was appointed to several Government offices by Presidents of the US. His insightful mind help shape the constitution of the US.

	Students will make connections to Frederick Douglass’ life as a slave, freeman, husband and human rights activist. 

	Political
	Government actions will be dissected by students looking through the eyes of an abolitionist.

	Students can infer that Douglass had a brilliant mind based on his rudimentary education. Douglass also used his impeccable oral skills to propel slavery to extinction.

	Outline 

	1. Students will work in pairs to complete the Historical Investigation Web. The categories of institutions will be provided for students to refer to during research.
2. Students will be work in groups of 4-5 to compare research.

3. Each group will then analyze and categorize Douglass’ life via timeline using Social, Intellectual and Political categories of Cultural Approach in preparation for designing their game. 
4. Students will be given ample and appropriate materials needed to create and design their own game. There will be a list of “Must Haves” for the game board. 



	Differentiation

	Think about students’ skill levels, intelligences, and learning styles.

	Multiple intelligences will be reached throughout the components of the lesson.
· Kinesthetic - the building and constructing of the game board
· Audio - group discussions
· Visual - researching information using computers
· Logical - following a timeline




	Summarizing Strategies/Synthesizing Activity

	The strategies to allow students to summarize what they learned in the lesson.

	As a group, students should successfully play the game to understand how dynamically historic the life of Frederick Douglass was. The students should make connections how integrated the social life, intellectual ability and political understanding made Frederick Douglass an American Historical Figure. 
Students will be videoed again answering the question, “Tell me what you know about Frederick Douglass?”
Show students their video results as a quick review session occasionally. 


	Evaluation

	Observational data will be gathered throughout the discussions to gauge understanding/ability to discuss and provide a playable game board following requirements for the class to enjoy. 
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
